SECTION A:
Essential advance information for party leaders
ACCOMMODATION

Full details of Barmoor’s accommodation and facilities are found on the Barmoor website which is www.barmoor.org.uk 

ARRIVAL

Have your torch handy if you expect to arrive in the dark.  Turn on electricity at main switch near the refrigerators.  Turn on the gas at tap above main kitchen door.

CAMPING & CARAVANS          
These activities are not allowed. There are sites available locally.

CATERING:

Barmoor is a self-catering property, however if you wanted to have caterers during your stay then there is a local company from Kirkbymoorside called 'Simply Delicious' telephone number 01751 433014

DAY VISITORS         

We are aware that some members of some groups do not stay at Barmoor but participate in all activities.  To cover the facilities and services that they use we would ask for a small donation of  £5 per day per person.

DISABLED VISITORS


a. Leaders of parties bringing disabled people should give special attention to the fact that there are particular hazards in a house of this nature for those unable to walk freely.

b. In particular, leaders are responsible for planning and organizing escape in the case of emergency.

c. If the leader is unfamiliar with Barmoor, it is strongly advised that a personal visit is made before making a commitment. Please arrange with the Lettings Secretary.

FIRES

Please note that there are to be NO fires lit outside. A small spark is enough to set off a moor fire! There are 3 open fires in the house and a log burner in the Harvey room if you want a real fire. Logs and coal are provided.

FIRE ALARM



a. Please study carefully in advance the detailed notes about the Fire Alarm System, to be found in SECTION B of this Manual

 b. On arrival at Barmoor ensure that all members of the party are aware of the procedures, especially the assembly point on the bottom lawn and escape routes through the Quiet room, front door, back door and fire doors in the main hall.

c. Fire Extinguishers must not be tampered with or moved.  Emergency Exits must be kept clear (including the one from the main hall to the veranda).  Fire Doors should not be wedged open.

 d. There must be NO SMOKING anywhere in the house or the Harvey Room.

 e. CANDLES and open-flame night-lights are not allowed in the house. Individuals should bring their own electric torches for use in an emergency.

KEYS

The keys are kept in a coded key box on the side of the property. The group leader will be given the code but it is asked that only the leader has access to the code. Please ensure that the keys are placed back in the box and securely fastened at the end of your stay.

There are 4 keys (one to open the gate padlock, one to open the outer porch door and two to open the inner door).  The other keys are on a set of separate key-rings, hanging by the clock in the kitchen.   Please ensure that these are hung on the rack when you leave.  

SECTION A: (Continued)

LEAVING- TIME


a.    Parties with weekend bookings may leave any time on the Sunday.                                          

b.   Those leaving Barmoor on any day other than Sunday are asked to leave no later than 11am, so that Anna Gospel acting for the Trustees, can check the building before noon,   Please note that she will not clean it: that is the responsibility of the outgoing party.   Please contact the lettings secretary if your departure time does not fit into these bands.

NUMBERS
Resident numbers must not exceed 27.

PARKING
       
Please do not park outside the gate, which is not our land; you may 

       offend our neighbour, G Winn Darley, Lord of the Manor of Spaunton.

 There is no room for coaches to turn at Barmoor.   To disembark passengers, they must stop on the road at the end of our lane.

PAYMENT ARRANGEMENTS


Payment is to be made 1 month prior to your stay with any extras to be paid after your stay.

SMOKING
       There must be NO SMOKING anywhere in the house or Garage.

YOUNG PEOPLE


Parties that include under-16s must be staffed at the ratio of at least one responsible adult to every five under 16s.   Good oversight is essential ensure good care of the property and good local relations. 
Note that any activities for children and young people should comply with current child protection legislation. It is your responsibility, as the Hirer to ensure that all necessary Child Protection checks have been undertaken before the Hire Period commences. Barmoor Trustees cannot accept any responsibility for the Hirer’s failure to comply with this requirement.”

SECTION B; Fire prevention and Procedures
Party leaders are asked to read these instructions carefully, to instruct co-leaders,

and to keep the instructions readily available at all times during your stay.
It is the responsibility of the group leader to do a fire risk assessment for their stay
IN THE EVENT OF FIRE


1.  Bells will ring (activated by smoke or heat detectors)

 2.  Evacuate the house

 3.  Check Control Panel on kitchen wall near larder: 





If cause is on ground floor, Position 1 shows RED


If on 1st or 2nd floors, Position 2 shows RED.

4...PHONE 999 (or 112) immediately (unless you are positive that the activation was accidental and there is no fire.) The nearest land line is next door at the neighbouring property – Barmoors. To gain mobile signal you need to walk out of Barmoor and carry on across the moor towards the road to Gillamoor. Please note there is little to no mobile signal inside Barmoor
5.  Do not allow anyone back in the house until the Fire Officer/Leader permits.  
To restore the system to normal afterwards, inset the key (see Fire Practice below), turn it to reset, then to SYSTEM ENERGISE.

OTHER ESSENTIAL FIRE INFORMATION

Fire Safety Installation Equipment

Barmoor has been fitted with an automatic fire alarm system: there are smoke and heat detectors on the ground floor and smoke detectors on the two upper floors,   There are fire extinguishers on each floor.   Two sets of staircases provide escape routes from both of the upper floors, and there are four exits from the ground floor.   If the mains electricity supply is damaged by fire, the Emergency Lighting System will light up automatically.   The system and all extinguishers are checked regularly. Please make note of their positions.  Don’t use water-filled extinguishers on electric fires or equipment.
Operating instructions


On entry to the house operate the system, see instructions by main electricity switch beside refrigerators.

Control Panel

            
The panel, on the kitchen wall near the larder, must be kept locked.   The key is in the metal box inside the larder door: it should not be moved unless needed if the system is 

activated.   Always return it to the box.
Fire Safety Precautions
1.  There is NO SMOKING throughout the house or in the garage. .

2.  Keep all Fire Doors shut except when passing through; do not wedge open.                                     

3.  Keep all Fire Extinguishers in their proper places and in working order.

4.  Keep Emergency Exits clear, including the top emergency staircase, from 2nd to 1st floor, and door to west veranda.

5.  Don’t allow youngsters to play around with installation equipment. Ensure that everyone, on the first day, is made aware of the alternative exit route, that they know the assembly point (on the lower lawn), and that someone is appointed to take a roll-call.
6. Leave the asphalted area clear and the gate open for fire engines.

NB cooking smoke may set off the alarms, so keep kitchen doors closed and use the extractor fan when necessary.

Fire Practice


You are strongly advised to carry out a Fire Practice, as follows:
1.   Move control switch to POSITION 0 (“Test”)

2.  Use plastic key from the Fire System Control Box to insert in bottom RH side of any red Fire Alarm Box (officially called Manual Call points).  This will set off alarm bells.  
There are manual call points in the rear kitchen, by the fire exit doors in the main hall and the Quiet Room.
3   To stop bell, insert key, turn to RESET, then to SYSTEM ENERGISE.

4.  Move switch on board back to POSITION 1 (“House occupied”)

 We trust that you will never have a fire emergency, but if you do, knowledge and speed will be essential
SECTION C:
Miscellaneous advice and instructions
BEDDING


Please bring your own personal towels and bed linen.  Each bed has a mattress protector, a pillow and a single duvet. There are a handful of blankets which are kept in chests on the 1st floor and top landings. If you want to hire bedding packs please contact The Yorkshire Laundry on 01751 431285. Please note that bedding hire is to be organised direct not through the Barmoor lettings secretary.

BREAKAGES

Breakages of crockery, glass or furniture must be paid for

and reported to Phil Gospel*  If replacement is impossible, use the Payments Box in

the kitchen for small sums.   Large amounts should be sent to the Lettings Secretary, please.    Urgent repairs and breakages should be recorded before your departure on clipboard in back kitchen.
CLEANING



Barmoor has no cleaner and it is the responsibility of the group to leave the property as you would expect to find it.   Leave plenty of time for this including:
 - Wash out tablecloths (if used), spin dry and leave on the drying rack.

- Check beds before leaving (it is most unpleasant to find soiled mattresses so please take precautions.).
There are 3 ‘Henry’ vacuum cleaners, one kept on each floor.
If you would like to book a cleaner to come in and clean during/after your stay we can recommend a local lady called Lesley Smith. She charges £40 for a full clean and can be contacted on 01751 430368. Please note that all dealings with Lesley need to be made directly with her and not through the Barmoor lettings secretary.

COOKING &
HEATING

Boiler 
The Boiler is programmed to provide daily hot water and heat at the following times:  

Water - 7.00 - 9.30am;  12.00 - 1.30 pm;  4.30 - 10.00pm. 

Heating (not Summer) – 6.00-8.30am; 12.00-2.00pm; 5.30-8.30pm  (or other times by agreement and at an extra cost of £30). Please do not alter the thermostat.
 Electricity
Main switch is near the refrigerators.  The trip switch is in meter cupboard above.

 Extractor Fan Switch to left of cooker.  Please use it whenever cooking.
     

 Gas
The Cooker runs on LPG.   Instructions are in nearby drawer.   When leaving, gas must be turned OFF at the tap above main kitchen door.

Microwave and food mixer available please leave clean.

Radiators
The radiators are programmed to operate only in colder weather as in Spring, Autumn & Winter.                                         

DOGS
        

Any dogs brought to Barmoor must be under strict control and not left unattended.   Dogs running loose may be legally shot if suspected of sheep worrying. Please do not allow dogs on any of the furniture.

FUEL

Please leave a supply of fuel and kindling, ready for the next party, inside the house.

When storing fuel for the fires please do not place right next to or in front of the fires/log burner. Please leave a safe distance between them as they can pose a fire risk if placed too close.

FURNITURE & FITTINGS         

 a  Please report at once to Philip Gospel any outside doors, windows or private cupboards found open on arrival.

 b  Please take care of the furniture and fittings, to preserve the atmosphere of a home rather than a hostel.

 c  Please don’t move beds, tables etc. from room to room – it damages both furniture and paintwork, and causes expense for the Trust.

GARAGE (HARVEY ROOM)
 There is a small kitchen area for making drinks and a disabled toilet as well as the main studio. There is also a table tennis table. The room is heated by a log burning stove. Please clean up after use
GATES
        

Please leave gates closed at all times to keep out sheep.   The big gate should be closed with the bolt.  
MOORS: POSSIBLE DANGERS
  

Though not common ADDERS may be encountered on the moors near Barmoor.   They are not aggressive, but will bite if frightened, so do not walk barefoot.   In the past the Moors have been used as a firing range so do not pick up STRANGE METAL OBJECTS on the moors.   Report their position to the police.

NOTICES
        

Noticeboards at the foot of the back stairs and in the main kitchen and cork strips on bedroom doors are provided for use by visiting groups.   Please do not affix notices to walls or paint work.

PERSONAL
POSSESSIONS        
We cannot forward your possessions, so please check that you leave nothing behind.   Lost property goes to charity.
REFUSE DISPOSAL
        

This should be supervised by a responsible adult. 

Put cold fire residues in the metal dustbin.

Food remnants should be wrapped and area kept clean daily. (Owing to the danger, through misuse, of encouraging vermin, the provision of a compost area is not considered practical).

The wheelie bin is emptied weekly on a Tuesday. Please keep well organised so that you and the group following does not run out of space                              

RECYCLING POINT: 
The nearest recycling point is in Kirkbymoorside. Follow the A170 through Kirkbymoorside, over the roundabout towards Helmsley. As you are leaving Kirkbymoorside take the right turn (just next to the Kirkbymoorside sign) and the recycling bins are located here.

                    Please provide your own black bin bags and toilet paper
SECURITY

Please lock the house and garage at night and when you are out.
TOILETS AND DRAINS         

If blocked, these are very expensive to clear.   Barmoor is not on mains drains, and has therefore a private septic tank.   To prevent blockage, all tampons, disposable nappies etc. should be wrapped and put in dustbins. Please remember to bring toilet roll as this is not provided.

WATER SUPPLY          

This is metered, and we have to pay accordingly.  Please do not be extravagant.    During drought conditions we have experienced failure of the supply. If the cold tap in the back kitchen (by back door) ceases to function please conserve water and inform Phil Gospel immediately.   STOP TAP is under sink by back door.

Drinking water – use water from the main kitchen or washing up room or the middle shower room on the first floor.

The water boiler in the garage must NOT be turned off. The stop tap is located in the cupboard under the sink in case of an emergency.

DIRECTIONS TO BARMOOR: Barmoor is located just out of the village of Hutton-le-Hole which is situated near the market town of Kirkbymoorside. You need to turn off the A170 (Thirsk-Scarborough road) at the Hutton-le-Hole signpost. Follow this road through the village and out over the cattle grid. After the cattle grid take the first left turn signposted ‘Gillamoor’ then immediately again on your left you will see the white sign for Barmoor. Please make sure you take the right hand fork of the track as the other lane leads to our neighbour’s property ‘Barmoors’. The postcode to enter into a sat-nav is YO62 6UE.
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
